NASSAU COUNTY RIFLE AND PISTOL RANGE REGULATIONS

ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST POSSES A VALID PISTOL PERMIT.

1.) The first rule of the range is SAFETY.  Any person who conducts themselves in a manner that will endanger their own safety or that of persons using the Range or who violates the rules will be subject to immediate expulsion from the Facility.

2.) Only persons with a valid Pistol Permit and using a firearm are permitted downrange (as defined by range personnel) NO SPECTATORS!

3.) Firing points may not be changed without permission of County personnel.

4.) All uncased or exposed firearms are to be placed in the gun rack UNLOADED, with the action open while in the lobby area.

5.) Pistol permit holders SHALL NOT ALLOW the use of their firearm by another individual either licensed or in licensed.
6.) Pistol permit holders must present both halves of their permits to personnel when registering.

7.) All uncased firearms will be carried in a safe manner unloaded with their actions open.

8.) All firearms not in use must be made safe, unloaded actions open and placed in racks or boxed.

9.) A command of “CEASE FIRE” must be obeyed instantly.  During a “CEASE FIRE” ALL FIRE ARMS must be mad safe, action open, magazine removed and unloaded.  NO ONE is to touch fire arms during “CEASE FIRE”.

10.) All firearms must be pointed downrange while on the firing line.  No one is to remove a firearm from a case or holder or return a firearm case or holder, except on assigned point with the muzzle downrange.
11.) NO RAPID OR CROSS FIRING: Rifles and semi-automatic weapons may be loaded with NO MORE THAN 5 ROUNDS.  Revolvers are semi-automatic handguns loaded to manufacturer’s specified capacity.

12.) No one is remitted forward of the firing line.  Baffles, gates must remain closed at all times.

13.) Only target approved by Range personnel will be permitted

14.) 17 year olds must be accompanied by an adult over 21 years of age.

15.) No persons under the age of 12 are permitted to use a firearm of any type.

16.) Persons aged 12 – 16 years may fire a .22 small bore rifle only and ONLY under the following conditions.

a. A. Supervised by:

i. A parent or guardian who has in their possession a New York State Hunters Safety Certificate.

ii. A duly commissioned officer of the United States Army. Navy, Marine Corps. Coast Guard or New York National Guard.

iii. A duly qualified adult citizen of the United States Army who has been granted certificates as an instructor in rifle issued by U.S. Army, Navy, Marine Corps., or by the Adjunct General of the State or by the NRA.
b. Present a photo I.D. and an official proof of age document with raised seal.

17.) Smoking is prohibited anywhere in the building.

18.) No food or drink downrange.

19.) Law enforcement personnel must leisure pass for resident rates.

I, the undersigned, intending to be legally bound, hereby, for myself, my heir, executors and administrators release and hold harmless the County of Nassau, Parks Department, its officers, employees, volunteers, representatives and agents from and against any and all liabilities, losses, cost and expenses for all injuries, physical or otherwise (including death) and damages arising out of or in connection with my participation in the event.  Further, I, hereby grant permission to any and all of the foregoing to use any photographs, videotapes, motion picture recordings or any other record of this event for any purpose whatsoever.  I also acknowledge that I have read and understand the rules and regulations and I agree to abide by all rules and standards of conduct set forth by the County of Nassau.  The County of Nassau reserves the right, exercisable at any time and for any reason in its sole discretion, to disqualify any contestant from the competition.  All decisions and scoring is final.  All applicants must show proof of age and valid Pistol Permit with a photocopy of each document with application.
